Important Account Information for Business Accounts
Checks

If you used checks previously, Deluxe Check Printers will contact you by mail to update your check and deposit ticket order.  Please respond as soon as possible to insure that you have your new order prior to January 14, 2012. The checks will be mailed to the address where you receive your statements.  You should begin using your new American National Bank checks on January 14, 2012.

Your Liberty Bank checks will no longer be valid after January 13, 2012. Any checks you had written up until that date will be honored for up to 90 days.  For your protection, it is very important that you destroy your old unused Liberty Bank check and deposit slips as soon as possible after January 13.  If you would like us to destroy them for you, simply bring them in to any of our offices and we will be happy to do so.  

Debit Cards 
If you have a Visa Check (debit) Card for your business, a replacement American National Bank Visa Check (debit) Card will be sent to you the week of January 10th in a plain white envelope.   For your protection, your Personal Identification Number (PIN) mailer should arrive several days prior to the card, in a separate mailing.  Follow the instructions to activate your card on or after January 13, 2012. Once you have activated your card, you may begin using it any time after 8:00 a.m. on January 13.  Your Liberty Bank ATM or debit card will not work after 1:00 p.m. on Friday, January 13, 2012. 

Account Access

American National Bank also offers you convenient 24 hour banking through our website and the telephone.  While our systems are being updated during the weekend of January 14, you will be unable to access to your account information (via the Internet or telephone) until Tuesday, January 17 at 8:00 a.m.  Once the systems are updated, you can access BankLink for 24 hour telephone banking at 712-325-6129 or 800-725-5465.  Online access is available at www.anbank.com. Of course, during normal business hours, you may call Customer Service to speak to a representative at 712-328-2449. 

iBank - Online Banking 

If you are a business using the consumer online banking service, for now you may continue to use your service.  Initially you will need to go to www.anbank.com, click the “Sign-up for Online Banking” link below our PERSONAL sign on and register for American National Bank’s online banking.  You will need your last 4 digits of your social security (Tax ID) number along with your account number to register initially.  
Once you register online, if you currently use online Bill Payment, your bill payment vendors will be accessible from the site and you can begin using the online service immediately.  Please keep in mind that your account history will transfer over to the American National Bank Online Banking system but may not be immediately available. If you have an immediate need, you may want to print off copies of your history at Liberty Bank from your current account.

Other Savings Information

Safe Deposit Boxes

If you had a Safe Deposit Box at one of the Liberty Bank locations, it will continue as before, and there is no action required. 

Loan Customers
